Paul and Sue’s 1967 Mustang Fastback (auto) 
 

Our green Mustang fastback rolled off the San Jose production line on December 10th 1967.  It’s 
pretty much the same vehicle now with the exception that the V8 has been changed at sometime 
from a 289ci to a 302ci with (as was) automatic transmission. 
 
Imported into the UK in 2003 by a Stockport based American car garage ‘Just US Imports’, the car 
was intended to appear in a UK-made movie and was doomed to be driven over a cliff and blown up! 
The movie never happened (fortunately) and Ian at Just US Imports found himself lumbered with a 
car he didn’t need and so advertised the Mustang on Ebay where it was spotted and successfully bid 
for by Paul. 
 
On viewing of the car, it was in a 
pretty sorry state and we 
commissioned Ian to strip it, 
completely rebuild the engine with 
all new parts, upgrade the brakes 
with power discs, fit a new exhaust 
system, new Torque thrust D wheels, 
re-upholster the seats and any other 
work necessary for MOT compliance! 
This was all dutifully carried out over 
a period of about 10 months. 
 
We finally had the car delivered in 
December 2004 where a continual 
renovation programme was 
embarked upon including renewal of 
the headliner, steering wheel, 
windscreen, all weather seals, dashboard, heating system, new shocks and springs all round, various 
trim, halogen headlights, radio, and the list goes on . . . .  for a car fast approaching its 40th 
birthday, a few rattles and squeaks aside, it is an enjoyable, comfortable drive that never fails to 
please.
